DIFFICULTY/AGE LIMIT

Participants should be comfortable walking on varied terrain
at elevations up to 7,300 feet. There are short climbs and
descents on this 7.5 mile (round trip) snowshoe, and it
requires a moderate, sustained effort, good endurance and
a good attitude. The trip is suitable for fit individuals ages
12 and above.

MEETING PLACE
All trips meet at the Recreation Desk located in
the Guest Lounge 15 minutes before departure.

WHAT TO BRING
+ Completed trip registration forms

* Small backpack with at least 3 liters water and snacks

* Proper footwear—waterproof, warm boots with warm
wool or synthetic socks

(depending on conditions.)
